 Where do students get their health insurance? 


Many of the 46% of full-time students covered by their parent’s health insurance will lose that coverage shortly after graduation or their 23rd birthday, depending on the policy. In fact 2 out of 5 college graduates spend some part of the following year uninsured.  Unfortunately, waiting to find other insurance, even for a few months, limits the option to buy temporary insurance plans and resets waiting periods. 
Fortunately, there are options for college-graduates to invest in their health and prepare for post-graduation drop off:

· During your senior year, talk to your parents about when you drop off their plan. Some health insurance plans drop you following graduation, while some have an age for drop off if you stayed in school. 

· Plan ahead. Do not wait until your health insurance ends! Many public programs that the majority of post-graduate are eligible for have a lengthy application process. 

· Shop around!  Looking at the full range of options allows you to weigh the monthly premiums against the coverage benefits that are most important to you.
